Icon Printmaking: Still Life Object
Project Objectives:
Students are tasked to create relief block prints from a Styrofoam block which depicts a still life object. The objects are self-selected to represent things they see frequently or have special significance for them.  

Students will create a varied edition of 10 prints- 3 with black ink on white paper

         - 3 with colored ink on white paper

         - 2 with black ink on colored paper 

         - 2 with colored ink on colored paper
Project Steps:

1) Bring in An Object
2) Practice drawing object
3) Select a strong composition
4) Draw on paper the same size as styrofoam 
5) Pressing firmly using a blunt pencil, go over all lines

6) Print Varied Edition
